· Best Practices / Innovative Structures: posters that describe and summarize key aspects of a program or initiative; objectives should be outlined, description of the process and observed outcomes, including assessed value considered in relation to various audiences, future plans, suggestions for introducing other similar initiatives.
· Research: these posters will summarize a study or evaluation including purpose or objectives, methods/ analysis approach, findings, conclusion and implications.

Posters should fit on a 3' x 4' display board.
